	Quantity: 1 fence/boundary wall for the center

	Grade 10 & 12 Math and English Tutors
	Time and frequency are flexible, but we are targeting Friday afternoon [Weekly or bi-weekly commitment preferred] 

*Many school going children in the community and at our center haven’t had a strong educational background which results in high failure rates in grade 10 and 12. We believe with a little tutoring and exam coaching they can beat the odds and pass these national examinations which in turn give them a better brighter future.  


	2 hours (including transport time)

	Transport for families to Home Affairs Office for birth registrations
	Targeting once a month, or as needed
*Community members for whatever reasons find themselves with unregistered children and can be a daunting task for them to go to Home affairs to register the birth of their children. We have found that providing transport and community peer promoter enables them to register for a birth certificate which is crucial to access public services, like health care, school and social grants.
